Sixth grade teacher Rick Hartley and 

his team at Sunnyside Elementary 

won a grant to purchase student 

versions of the National Geographic 

Magazine.   

Through support of the foundation, 

Andrew Gilford of Clackamas High 

School, was able to purchase atlases 

allowing students to analyze com-

plex geographic trends across the 

world. Students then were able to 

take trends occurring on a global 

scale and analyze local geographic 

patterns for these same topics. The 

concepts students explored through 

the use of the atlases allowed them 

to make original maps which were 

shared with parents. Students con-

nected the global with the local 

through comparing maps from the 

atlases to issues of race, ethnicity, 

poverty, and distribution of services 

in the local region. The ultimate goal 

of the course was for students to look 

at the world through a "geographic 

lens," and the support of the foundation 

helped us get there..    

     Using a grant to purchase supplies, 

the Oak Grove Elementary 5th grade 

students of Patti Kimberly created ob-

servational nature journals. Students 

observed and collected nature speci-

mens, then drew illustrations and wrote 

about their observations and specimens 

in class. This experience developed both 

observational and writing skills, while 

encouraging artistic self-expression.  

Since our focus at Oak Grove Elemen-

tary was writing, it was encouraging to 

see our 5th grade students make a con-

nection between their environment at 

school and writing. 

Working with the students in this en-

deavor was Mickey Weaver, a local 

artist and parent. Ms. Weaver intro-

duced the students to a variety of media 

and techniques to help them focus on 

detail and record their observations 

accurately. The students greeted this 

project with a lot of enthusiasm and 

worked together to encourage the 

drawing skills of their classmates. 

The enthusiasm engendered by this 

project and its success are demon-

strated by the comments of two of the 

students: òDrawing in the nature journals 

was pretty fun, especially using all the cool 

supplies.  We used charcoal, colored pen-

Thatõs why Superintendent Tim Mills 
agreed to make payroll deduction as 

easy as possible for staff to contribute.  

When Northwest Natural Gas learned 
we were asking òfamilyó first, they gave 

$5,000 for a challenge grant to get that 

process started. 

If the payroll deduction and parent cam-
paigns are as successful, weõll have a reve-

nue base we can count on to:  

Increase the number of teacher grants 

and scholarships we give.  

Aim at raising funds to restore programs 

and fill other gaps.
